·  Ohio State Fair  - 100 youth assisted at the 2005 Ohio State Fair
·  Ohio State Fair Jr. Fair Board  – Two members of the State Youth Committee represent our

organization each year and promote Farm Bureau at the fair
·  Food Check Out Day – Handing out flyers, bagging groceries and carrying groceries for store

customers to promote farming and Farm Bureau
·  County Membership Campaigns  – Councils help prepare membership materials for counties and

serve at Kickoff Meetings. A few years ago, youth councils had their own contest in signing up
members for Ohio Farm Bureau, both new and renewals. In 2006, Butlers and Maids Council
conducted their own Youth New Member Meeting. In addition to recruiting 10 new members in a
single meeting, they signed 5 new parents up as Farm Bureau members!
