GOAL

Ohio Farm Bureau believes in providing youth opportunities to grow in areas of leadership, teamwork and personal development. Youth leadership development is a key component of Ohio Farm Bureau’s Leadership Buffet. Leadership is based on teamwork and cooperation rather than individual competition.

The Youth Advisory Team serves by planning, developing and hosting youth activities and events, mentoring youth, and provides input into youth programming. The team emphasizes personal growth through servant leadership, interdependence, teamwork and creativity. Team members receive special leadership training throughout the year outside of scheduled youth conferences and activities.

The Ohio Farm Bureau Youth Advisory Team is made up of eight (8) single individuals (16‑20 years of age) who come from Farm Bureau member families or are themselves members. They are appointed by a committee to serve a one-year term. Committee members must be positive role models in attitude, dress, conduct, integrity and accountability.

SELECTION COMMITTEE
The selection committee consists of: a member of the State Board of Trustees, a former member of the State Youth Committee/Youth Advisory Team, a current/former member of the OFBF summer youth conference staff, a member of the Ohio Farm Bureau staff/support staff, and the Director of Volunteer Development. 
ELIGIBILITY

1. Must be a Farm Bureau member family or be a Farm Bureau member in his/her own right.

2. Must be at least 16 years old by November 1 and no older than 19 when elected to their first term.

3. Must be single and remain single for the entire term of office.

4. Must have definite leadership potential and the ability to work with others.

5. Must have time to attend the Rural Youth Leadership Summit, Quest, Higher Ground, 
and State Fair Youth Day.

6. In addition to attending the above meetings, the team meets six times during the year for planning 
and leadership training at the OFBF office in Columbus.

7. May not be a state-wide officer in any other youth organization at the same time as serving 
on the Youth Advisory Team.
