Farm Bill Resources and Survey

As the Joint Select Committee on Deficit Reduction (known in the media as “The Super Committee”) and the rest of Congress begin serious debate about the future of U.S. Farm Policy and what the next farm bill will look like, the Ohio Farm Bureau is providing you the attached resource materials and also is asking for your input on a informal survey of OFBF members’ farm bill interests.   

First, please find attached a set of resources that we hope will be of interest to you as Congress continues its debate about the next farm bill.   The attached items include a “Farm Bill 2011 - Priorities” containing background information, Ohio Farm Bureau Priorities for the farm bill and more.  Additionally we have attached a one-page document entitled “Farm Bill 2011 – The Big Picture” that provides some basic facts about the farm bill; a document entitled “Farm Bill 2011 – Talking Points” that contains a number of suggestions for your use in discussing the farm bill with friends, neighbors, the media and policymakers and a document entitled “Farm Bill 2011 - AFBF Proposal” which was recently submitted to Congress.  
Second, we have attached a farm bill survey sheet for you to complete and return by October 28, 2011.  

While Farm Bureau already has extensive existing policy on the farm bill established through our grassroots policy development program, this survey will attempt to collect more specific information and aid in allowing OFBF staff the ability to provide more detailed input into ongoing farm bill policy discussion on Capitol Hill.   We also plan to compile all responses to this survey in a report that will be submitted to the OFBF Policy Development Committee and OFBF Board of Trustees.
