QUALIFICATIONS OF APPLICANTS:

1. Applicant must be an active member, or the dependant of an active member of the Ashland County Farm Bureau.

2. Applicant must be planning to continue his/her education at an accredited institution of higher education.

3. Applicant must be willing, if requested, to meet with the selection committee for a personal interview.

SELECTION:

1. Applicants will be considered on the following:

a. scholastic ability

b. citizenship and character

c. community, school and church activities

d. involvement in FFA/4-H/or other ag  related activity

2. Selection of the final applicants will be made by a committee appointed annually by the president of the Ashland County Farm Bureau Board of Trustees.

3. The Selection Committee will present the names of the recommended recipients to the Board of Trustees for final approval no later than the April board meeting.
