Grand Opening Celebration for the Historic Indian Mill Bridge
Celebrate the completed restoration of the iconic Indian Mill Bridge at Indian Mill Park, near Upper Sandusky, on Saturday, August 8th from 1:00pm to 4:00pm
The Sandusky State Scenic River Advisory Council invites you to join us in celebrating the reopening of the historic Indian Mill Bridge in Wyandot County from 1:00pm – 4:00pm on Saturday, August 8th.  This bridge restoration project has been an excellent example of historic preservation completed with minimal impact to the Sandusky State Scenic River.  We welcome all members of the community to learn more about this project.  The event is free and there will be activities for the whole family to enjoy.  
During the event, the bridge will be closed to vehicular traffic.  This will provide event participants an opportunity to view the restored bridge up close.  Activities will be taking place on both sides of the bridge.  On the mill side of the Sandusky River, Ron Marvin, Director of the Indian Mill Museum, will be featuring a history of the Indian Mill Bridge from 1859 to current.  He will also feature a history of the Indian Mill from 1817 to current.  The Ohio History Connection will also be featuring the traveling display, A River Runs Through Ohio's History, which focuses on historic sites located on, along, or influenced by Ohio's waterways.  On the opposite side of the river, Christina Kuchle, Northwest Region Scenic River Manager, will be taking children and adults into the Sandusky State Scenic River to learn about the different types of critters that live there and how they function as water quality indicators. Other local organizations will also be having booths in the area to discuss the work they do for the Wyandot County Community.  
A public address will be given during the event from 1:15pm to 1:45pm.  This will be an opportunity for participants to hear from all the stakeholders involved in restoring the Indian Mill Bridge.  Some speakers will include The Wyandot County Commissioners; Wyandot County Engineer, Michael Kohl; Wyandot County Historical Society, Ron Marvin and The Ohio Department of Natural Resources. 

Parking for the event will be available at Mennco Grain, 7085 County Road 47, Upper Sandusky, Ohio.  The site is approximately 0.4 miles from Indian Mill Park.  Shuttle services will be provided.  Since roads to the restored Indian Mill Bridge will be closed, we recommend that participants take Ohio-53 North to Tarhee Trail/County Road 67.  Follow County Road 67 North East until you reach County Road 50.  Take County Road 50 South for ~0.3 miles and turn left on County Road 47.  Mennco Grain will be on your right.
